In
fact, the night before he died, he remarked that if he had to live his life all
over again, he would not change a thing. Uncle Ed was an integral mem-
ber of our family. He was also a companion and friend to so many. He will
be greatly missed.

Uncle Ed was the loving son of George and Grace Leary. He was the lov-
ing and beloved brother of Jerry (Edwina) Leary. He was also the beloved
brother and brother-in-law of Tom and Betty Leary of San Jose, whom he
loved so much. He was the loving and beloved uncle of Don (Karen) Leary;
David (Marge) Leary; Judi (Tom) Adinolfi; Terry (Brian) Hannon; Mary
Anne Leary; Mike (Marie) Leary; and Kathy (Tim) Partch. He was also the
loving and beloved grand uncle of Kate (Drew) Wheatley; Bridget (Antho-
ny) Pesce; and Molly (Brian) Salvi; Emily, Elizabeth, and Matthew Leary;

Every month, he
donated money to various charities whether he could afford to or not. He
was a longtime member of the Befrienders, a volunteer group at St. Mar-
tin of Tours Church ministering to the needy. He also volunteered at the
St. Martin’s Food Box and at Loaves and Fishes. For the last several
years, he participated in the Alzheimer’s Association Memory Walk on
Treasure Island (sometimes using his walker) in honor of his brother Tom.

He was a member of several amateur film clubs, and he won several
prestigious awards for his films. He was an avid film-goer and a prolific
reader.

He was a jack-of-all trades, and the master of many. He always had a
story to tell, and he seldomly repeated himself. He was independent and
self-reliant until the very end, never wanting to be a burden for anyone.

What is less well-known about Uncle Ed (because he seldom discussed
it) was his distinguished service during World War II as a member of the
United States Army Air Corps. As the smallest member of the crew of the
Peggy D, a B-17 Flying Fortress, Uncle Ed "volunteered" to be the ball-
turret gunner. He was among the few who flew the first daylight bomb-
ing mission over France in 1942. Ultimately Sergeant Edward J. Leary
ended up flying almost 40 missions over France, Germany, North Africa,
Italy, and the Balkans.

Uncle Ed’s plane was shot down twice, the second time by one of Ger-
many’s leading flying aces. On the second occasion, he was seriously
wounded by flak in the left shoulder and wrist. Despite his wounds, he
took over for a waist gunner who had been severely injured, firing a 50-
caliber machine gun using only one hand. Uncle Ed was awarded the Le-
gion of Merit for exceptionally meritorious conduct and the Purple Heart
for having been wounded in combat. He was also awarded the Air Medal
on three separate occasions for meritorious achievement. Finally, he was
awarded the Order of the Patriotic War (First Class) by the Soviet Union
for his bravery.

After World War II, Uncle Ed worked in the aeronautics industry in Los
Angeles. After moving to San Jose, to be with his family, he worked for
many, many years at Fraboni Termite, where he was treated like a mem-
ber of the Fraboni family.

A Memorial Mass celebrating Uncle Ed’s life is scheduled for Saturday,
May 10, at 11:00 A.M., at St. Martin of Tours Church, 200 O’Connor Drive,
San Jose, California.  All are welcome to attend.  A reception will follow.

Robert H. Moulton Jr., who

died at home at 89 on April15,
2008, was a rare individual, a
man of action and of words. He
was born in Los Angeles, Califor-
nia to RH and Florence Moulton
on October 30, 1918.
